	 • Develop understanding of fractions as parts of unit wholes, as parts of a collection, as locations on number 
	   lines, and as divisions of whole numbers.

Learner Outcomes/Objectives: 

	 • All students will use fractions to solve a problem and animate the solution.

Materials Needed: 

	 • Animation-Ish Program
	 • Computer
	 • Tablet (Optional)

Instructions for Activity: 
 
	 1.  Explain the importance of fractions when sharing with friends.
	 2.  Students choose to make a pizza, cake, pie, or giant cookie – whichever they would prefer.
	 3.  Tell each student with how many people he/she will be sharing the food item.
	 4.  Students will make a brief animation where each friend comes to share the food and must have an equal  
	     piece.
		  • Using Flipbook-Ish or Advanced-Ish, students will show different characters surrounding the shared 
		     food item, one character per frame.
		  • Students will then divide the food item for each character on screen.
	 5.  Extend this lesson by having students add fractions using the Animation-Ish program.
