I. Hand out “The life cycle of the Butterfly” handout from Enchanted Learning or create your own.

2. Lead students through the life cycles of the butterfly by showing actual pictures.
3. Students go to Animation-Ish and draw their own version of the life cycle. The student must show all four
stages.
* Using Flipbook-Ish, students draw an egg.
* Click the green plus sign on the timeline and draw the caterpillar.
* Click the green plus sign again, and draw the larvae.
* Click the plus sign and draw the butterfly.
* Click play to watch it animate.
4. Extend the lesson by having the caterpillar and butterfly move
* To make the caterpillar and the butterfly move, after they are drawn, turn on the “Trace” feature
and click the plus sign after drawing the caterpillar.
* Draw the caterpillar again, only slightly moved.
* Click the plus sign as many times as the caterpillar moves.
 Same directions for the butterfly.
5. Extend learning by discussing the life cycle of other living organisms.
6. Have student draw his or her self and how they may grow.
