* Subsequent frames will show what happens when the volcano erupts.
* It may be helpful to create a lot of duplicate frames of the inactive volcano so that it is the same basic
structure and the focus is on the change.
4. For enrichment, students may draw a city at the foot of the volcano and animate what would happen to
the city after an eruption.
