
The Weather Outside the Window

Age Span: 6-10

Time Allotment:  40 minutes for the lesson and then ten minutes each day

Curriculum Alignment: Science

Standards:  National Science Standards
 
	 Students should develop an understanding of changes in earth and sky and weather changes from day to day 
 	 and over the seasons. Weather can be described by measurable quantities, such as temperature, wind  
	 direction and speed, and precipitation.

Learner Outcomes/Objectives: 

	 • All students, given the Animation-Ish program, will accurately draw and animate the current day’s weather 
	   using at least three details.

Materials Needed: 

	 • Animation-Ish Program
	 • Computer
	 • Tablet (Optional)
	 • Window 
	 • Weather forecast – either print, audio, or video

Instructions for Activity: 

	 1.  Students will look at the weather forecast and at the current weather via the window.
	 2.  Questions will be asked pertaining to precipitation, temperature, and cloud cover.
	 3.  After taking notes, students will draw the appropriate weather conditions. If precipitation occurs, the  
	       precipitation should come and go, as should windy conditions and cloud cover.
		  • Draw weather on first screen of Wiggledoodle-Ish. 
		  • Click “Next.”
		  • With “Trace” feature on, redraw weather with precipitation or clouds moved slightly.
		  • Click “Next.”
		  • Redraw weather again, moving slightly.
		  • Click “Play.”
	 4.  For enrichment, students may draw a person performing an appropriate activity given the current weather 
	     conditions.
	 5.  Weather conditions can be placed on school or class website by saving them as “Flash Movie” under the 
	     “Share” feature.
